School Health Room 

•Public Health Nurse (PHN) is a registered nurse
and assigned to multiple schools. The PHN
develops health care plans, trains school staff,
communicates with parent about health
conditions

•School Health Aide (SHA) - paraprofessional
trained to provide first aid and administer
medications; in the health room every day during
the school hours



When are Students Sent Home?

•Fever of 100.4 degrees or above

•Vomiting/Diarrhea

•Pink eye with discharge

•Undocumented skin conditions and rashes

Please keep your child at home when they are not 
feeling well. They can’t learn to their fullest 

potential when they aren’t feeling well.

Arrival
Students should start their arrival routine on the first day of school.

● Kiss & Ride
● Walkers
● School Bus
● Daycare Vans
● Student-Age Child Care (SACC)

The first 2 weeks of school, staff will walk all kindergarten students to 
their classrooms.

● Please be sure the colored classroom tag is attached to their backpack on 
the first day.

● Do not put any personal info on the tag or on the outside of their backpack.



Dismissal
Make sure that your child knows how they will be going home every day.

● Bus #, Kiss & Ride, walker, daycare, or SACC should be written on the 

back of their colored classroom tag.

● Keep dismissal procedures consistent, all changes must be in writing or 

called into the office.

● Teachers will walk students to buses and daycare vans and will ensure 

that they are on the correct bus.

● Kindergarten IAs will walk SACC students to their classroom at the end of 

the day and will wait at the front of the school with Kiss & Ride and 

walking students for parents.

● SACC centers are located in FCPS elementary
schools and some Fairfax County Community
Centers.

● SACC’s school-year program offers before-school
and after-school sessions.

● Program Hours: Monday – Friday ƒ Before School
Session from 7 a. m. until school begins. After
School Session from school dismissal until 6:15
p.m

● SACC/Camp Fairfax offers full-day winter, spring,
and summer programs during FCPS school breaks
at consolidated sites throughout the county.

● SACC’s knowledgeable and talented staff work in
partnership with families to provide a supportive
environment that promotes children’s social and
emotional development.

● SACC’s curriculum provides opportunities for
children to expand their interests, develop their
talents, and enhance their learning
